THE NOVEL

Set in Medellin (Colombia) in the 80’s, at the peak of violence, two lovers take refuge on the hills, in the outskirts of the city. 
Inspired by One Thousand and One Nights, Susana is a sort of Sherezade that tells Rodrigo a new story every night, describing an episode of one of her past lovers. Each story seduces Rodrigo and at the same time drives him to an insane obsession. 
In Fragmentos de Amor Furtivo Héctor Abad Faciolince explores with masterly skills the complex, tangled ways of seduction, sensuality and sexuality.






THE AUTHOR - HECTOR ABAD FACIOLINCE

Born and raised in Medellin, Abad Faciolince is considered one of the most talented "post-boom" writers in Latin America Literature. Latin American. He studied philosophy and literature at the Universidad Pontificia Bolivariana. He later moved to Italy and completed studies on Modern Languages and Literature at the University of Turin in 1986, where he graduated with the highest academic honors of summa cum laude.
The richness, plot, irony and the seriousness of the social, historical, and human research behind his narrative, makes Abad stand as a brilliant observer of the contemporary Colombian society.
Some of his many awards includes:  Best Spanish Language Book of the Year (People’s Republic of China) for Angosta.  In 2007. National Book Award; Libros & Letras Latin American and Colombian Cultural Magazine for El Olvido que Seremos. 
His work has been translated into English, Dutch, Italian, Greek, Portuguese and Chinese.

ANGELICA BLANDON / SUSANA
Since her first appearance in Paraíso Travel in 2008, Angelica Blandon conquered the hearts of millions of viewers with her natural charm and talent. 
Angelica was born in Medellin and moved to Bogota when she was a teenager to study drama and dance in the Superior Academy of Arts.  Her outstanding performances in the TV Shows The Mafia Dolls and Three Miracles, among others, turned Angelica into one of the biggest stars of Colombian Television and certainly into a bright promise of Latin American and international cinema.

JOSE ANGEL BICHIR / RODRIGO
Jose Angel Bichir began to show his remarkable talent since his was 10 years old, acting on a Radio Show Leo in Mexico DF. From there on, he’s been working constantly on Film, Television and Theater performing all kind of lead characters, from a baseball player to a tortured piano player; from a mafia guy to a tender sweetheart. 
Jose Angel has the extraordinary ability to perform these totally different characters in a touching, powerful, authentic way.  His talents go beyond acting: he can play guitar and drums, he taps dance and  practices martial arts. 

ANGÉLICA ARAGÓN / CARMEN
Angélica Aragón, born in Mexico City, is one of the biggest TV and movie stars in Latin American and all Spanish-speaking countries, a public of more than 340 million people. 
Angélica began her prolific acting career when she was 18 years old, on several theater students’ projects. From there on, she studied at the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art, The National Dance Academy and in the Kerala Kelandam Dance School in India. When she returned to Mexico in 1980 she was ready to shine: Angélica got parts in several soap operas by Televisa, the preamble of a big, nonstop success that still continues. 
Angelica Aragon also performed in relevant American and Mexican films: Dune(1984), A Walk in the Clouds(1995)El crimen del padre Amaro (2002), Dirty Dancing: Havana Nights (2004) and Bella (2006), among others. 

ALFREDO DE QUESADA / ISAIAS
Alfredo De Quesada forms part of a new generation of talented, bilinguals Puerto Rican actors. Alfredo was born and raised in San Juan, the new home of his parents, Cuban immigrants. 
Charismatic, intense and disciplined, Alfredo shows a remarkable ability to go into the skin of each character he plays on Film and TV: Orange is the New Black, Law and Order, The Knick or Che, by Steven Soderberg.  
He lives in New York City, where he performs regularly with the Hispanic Theater Company. 
TERESITA GOMEZ / HERSELF
Teresita Gómez’s story is a fairy tale. Born in El Chocó, on the Pacific Coast of Colombia, she was given for adoption to Valerio and Teresa Gómez, the custodians of The School of Fine Arts of Medellin. “I was raised in a palace, wondered by the geniuses of the artists”, she says, still marveled by this miracle. 
Teresita began his piano training at four years old with teachers she made her first solo concert when she was only 10 years old. She completed advanced studies in piano at the University Nacional of Colombia with the Russian pianist Tatiana Goncharova. Later she was student of Colombian-Dutch pianist Harold Martina at the University of Antioquia, where he graduated as Master Soloist and Piano summa cum laude.
The Government of Colombia in 2005 grant her the Cross of the Order of Boyacá for career achievement, contribution to musical culture and honorable representation of Colombia in the World. 

FERNANDO MONTAÑO / DANCER

In 2014, BBC TV described Fernando Montaño as the Colombian Billy Elliot. A magnificent, powerful ballet dancer, Fernando is the first Colombian ever to be a soloist with the Royal Ballet of London. On November 19th 2015 he made his debut in a principal role when he performed the lover in The Two Pigeons. Fernando has performed in many countries including Mexico, Russia, Japan, China, Spain, Italy and US and works regularly with the British fashion designer, the “grand dame” Vivienne Westwood. From 2014, Mr. Montaño expands his talents to new fields: he produces and creates the choreography of his own shows. Fragments of Love is his first feature film: “an amazing and challenging experience” in his own words.

About the Filmmakers  

FERNANDO VALLEJO / DIRECTOR, CO-WRITER
Born in Montevideo, Uruguay, Fernando Vallejo is a Spanish citizen. Half Brazilian from his mother’s side and half Spanish from his father's.  
Fernando began his career as a copywriter and a few years later, in the mid ‘90’s, he became Executive Creative Director at some of the top ad agencies in Spain. His love for cinema moved him to quit his position to study Filmmaking in NYU. In 2006 his work was included in the New Talent Showcase, Cannes. 
Through his career Fernando has won several advertising major awards in Fiap, Cannes, London Film Festival and Clio Awards, including the “Grand Prix” in San Sebastian. 
Fernando’s first feature film, Fragments of Love is scheduled to open in Colombia and Puerto Rico on August 2016. 


LAURA DUQUE / EXECUTIVE PRODUCER, CO-WRITER
For ten years, Laura Duque has been working on her idea to turn the novel by Abad Faciolince into a motion picture. With the opening of Fragments of Love this year, she is about to fulfill her dreams. 
Laura studied Filmmaking at NYU, New York University. 
After NY she moved to San Juan with her family: her mother was a Colombian diplomatic who was transferred to Puerto Rico.
Laura Duque began her career in advertising as a producer in JWT in 1983 as an assistant producer and later became Head of Production.
In 1995 he created her own company, LD Productions developing major advertising campaigns for agencies like Saatchi & Saatchi, BBDO, Young & Rubicam, Foote Cone & Belding, Lopito Ileana & Howie, Grey Advertising, EJE, Adworks, among others and worked several years for the Tourism campaign of Puerto Rico.
In 2006 he created One Film Corporation with the idea of making films in co-production with Latin America and Europe. She optioned the rights of the book Fragmentos de Amor, by Hector Abad Faciolince, her first coproduction.

PABLO PROENZA / CO-WRITER
Critically acclaimed writer and director whose first feature film, Dark Mirror was released by IFC Films and went on to be their #1 top-selling VOD title. His short film ViDi was hailed as "A masterpiece…with the creepy atmosphere and acute details of a Stanley Kubrick or a David Cronenberg.”–Peter Keough, Boston Phoenix. 
Proenza is also professional editor with over 12 years experience: he has edited two of Michael Moore's films including his most recent "Where to Invade Next" as well as countless movie trailers.

LINA MARÍA ARBOLEDA / CO-WRITER

Lina is a prestigious Colombian scriptwriter, director and teacher in several universities. She graduated on Scriptwriting and Art in the International School of Film and Television, in San Antonio de los Baños, Cuba. Lina has vast experience creating powerful stories for TV soap operas, a genre that captivates millions in Latin America. Lina Arboleda’s skills have been recognized many times with multiples awards, nationally and internationally. She co-wrote the Colombian adaptation of Breaking Bad. Fragments of Love is her first work adapting a book for the big screen. 

DIEGO RAMIREZ / PRODUCER

Founder and Producer of 64-A Films, Diego Ramírez is an Industrial Engineer graduated from the Universidad del Valle, with a Graduate degree in Project Management from the Universidad Externado and in Film Production from the New School University (New York).

Producer and Executive Producer of DOG EAT DOG (Sundance, San Sebastian ‘08), ALL YOUR DEAD ONES (Sundance, Rotterdam ’11), CIUDAD DELIRIO (Pusan ’14), 180 SECONDS (Miami ’12), IN COMA (Miami ’10) and FRAGMENTS OF LOVE (in postproduction). He is the Executive Producer of HIROSHIMA (Toronto ’09), DR ALEMAN (Karlo Vivary ’08) and ONE: STORY OF A GOAL (Guadalajara ‘10) and was the Line Producer of BLUNT FORCE TRAUMA. He is Creator and Producer of the web series ENTRE PANAS and Executive Producer of the TV series ESCOBAR, EL PATRON DEL MAL. 


JAIME COSTAS / CINEMATOGRAPHER

Graduated from the School of Photographic Arts and Sciences, of Rochester, USA, Jaime Costas has an impressive career on Film – feature and documentaries - Advertising and Music Videos. 
Born in Puerto Rico, the island of eternal summer, Jaime brings his talent and sensibility to all kind of stories. His superb palette of colors and black and white makes every film he works on, a memorable one.  
Jaime is probably the most international Caribbean cinematographer: in the last thirty years, he’s been working in a lot of countries, covering the five continents. 
Jaime loves to create his images in tight collaboration with directors and production designers. He understands that exceptional movies happen only when every creative talent is working for the team. 


JUAN CARLOS MACIAS / EDITOR
Probably the most prolific and important Argentine editors: Juan Carlos edited almost five thousand advertising spots and more than 90 films.
Formed in the industry since he was 14 years, he understands the art of editing as something that you learn in daily work more that in the university. 
Juan Carlos Macías worked as an assistant editor in renowned films of the Generation of the 60’s. With the return of democracy in Argentina, he began to work hard in the film industry and already in the 90’s, he transited the paradigm shift involved the advance of digital platforms on celluloid and Moviola.
Some of the films he has edited have been critically well received: The Official Story (OSCAR to the Best Foreign Movie, 1985), Old Gringo (1989), and Kamchatka (2002).

LIZZIE CUELLO GEBETSBERGER / PRODUCTION DESIGNER 

Lizzie has a brilliant mind and a sensitive soul to create beautiful sets and to make memorable each film she designsm in every aspect. 
Cuello started with one of the most prestigious film studios in South America, Estudios Baires Films, in Buenos Aires, Argentina. During the years she learned andworked with them doing sculpture, outlines, atmosphere, and making decoration. She also studied Art History in UBA, University Buenos Aires and Equipment and Atmosphere Design in the Architecture faculty in Belgrano University, Buenos Aires.

RANDY KERBER / COMPOSER

Randy Kerber’s passion for music started on his childhood. He began his first national tour with Bette Midler in 1977, at the age of 19. Kerber was nominated for an Oscar in 1986, along with Quincy Jones and others, for Best Original Score for the motion picture, "The Color Purple". He was nominated for a Grammy for his arrangement of Over the Rainbow for Barbra Streisand.
As a studio keyboardist, Randy Kerber has worked on over 800 motion pictures including "Titanic", "A Beautiful Mind", and "Harry Potter I, II, & III". The piano in the opening and closing scenes of "Forrest Gump" which features a feather floating in the wind, was played by Randy Kerber. The recognizable celeste theme in "Harry Potter" composed by John Williams, is also played by Randy Kerber.
He has been an orchestrator on over 50 films, including work with Academy Award winner James Horner. He worked with Eric Clapton as keyboardist, orchestrator, and conductor on the film "Rush"-playing on the Grammy Award winning song, "Tears in Heaven", from that movie.
